Year 4 and 5 spellings- Children will  receive the new spelling patters every Monday. All spelling words will be uploaded on Seesaw for children  to access. Once the 

spelling work has been completed, please upload it on Seesaw. Children will use these words/ focus spelling patter  independently in a cloze procedure task on the fol-

lowing Monday.  

Year 4 and 5 homework-  all children will be given a Maths or an English homework each Monday. All children will have a week to complete it and bring it into school for 

it to be checked.
